A Constructive Year

— 2018 is ayear of immense change for Greece’s 14

regional airports. We’ve taken on an enormous challenge,
that is no less than to fully revamp the 14 airports that
Fraport Greece manages. We set the bar high. We want
to radically enhance the overall passenger experience

at the gateways of some of the most popular holiday
destinations worldwide in the islands of Crete (Chania),
Corfu, Kefalonia, Kos, Lesvos (Mytilini), Mykonos,
Rhodes, Samos, Santorini, Skiathos and Zakynthos

Kefalonia, Kos, and Mytilini - as well as major
revamp works at all other airports.

Chania airports will be internally remodelled
becoming more user friendly and efficient.

It is May 1823, and the heroic struggles of the
people of Messolonghi for independence from the
Ottoman yoke inspire Dionysios Solomos to write
the supreme hymn to the ideal of liberty. Comparing
a besieged Greece with Liberty in struggle, the poet
from Zakynthos composes the extensive work “Hymn
to Liberty”, dipping his creative quill into the pools
of Classicism and Romanticism that had inspired
him during his studies in Italy, while also drawing
elements from the wealth of Greek demotic language
and tradition. Five years later, in 1828, the poem is
set to music by Nikolaos Mantzaros from Corfu and
becomes the informal hymn of the Ionian Islands,
before being proclaimed the National Anthem by
King George I during his visit to the island of Corfu,
on 4 August 1865.

The guardian

One of a kind on the island of
Kefalonia, the Lighthouse of Aghioi
Theodoroi represents a small
architectural gem. Movabikds oto

It is one of the most renowned landmarks
in the area of Argostoli and more specifically
of Lassi. It was named after the nearby little
church of Aghioi Theodoroi, giving in its
turn its name to the entire area, that —for the
sake of semplicity and abbreviation—is called
Fanari (lantern). This traditional lighthouse
used to help ships approaching the shore,
increase their visibility and avoid rocks.
Designed by J. P. Kennedy, it was built in
1829 during the English occupation

—under the command of Englishman
Charles Napier— along with several other
modern constructions that give a special flair
to the island. The lighthouse was destroyed
by the 1953 earthquake and was rebuilt in
1964 following the original design, thanks

to the voluntary study of architect Takis
Pavlatos. In 1999 it underwent maintenance
and supporting works due to the corrosion
by sea water, without, however, altering

its features. It stands out as a circular
construction of doric order, with no identical
one on the entire island.

The Banknote Museum of the lonian
Bank is housed on the first floor of a
preserved building that has been the first
branch of the lonian Bank in Corfu back
in 1840. Its grand collection includes
the banknotes that were in circulation
all through the history of the Modern
Greek State; banknotes, coins and various
relevant exhibits, spanning 180 years of
history. The permanent exhibition area
presents, in time line form, the most
important moments of Greek History,
which are closely bound to numismatic
circulation. Start your visit with the
bond notes in piastres issued by the
Provisional Government of Greece in
1822 and the phoenix banknote issued
by loannis Kapodistrias in 1831, and
end up with the last banknotes issued
in drachmas, which were withdrawn in
2002 with the introduction of the euro.
The second floor of the building hosts
temporary art exhibitions, conferences and
seminars.

The breathtaking views from the lush hillside
to the south of the city over the Halikiopoulos
lagoon, Kanoni and Mount Pantokrator
could not but captivate Elisabeth. Princess of
Bavaria, Empress of Austria and, later, Queen
of Hungary, also known as Sisi, Elisabeth had
visited Greece several times, most frequently
travelling to Corfu. Her desire to learn Greek
was spurred by her trips around the country.
Writer Costantine Christomanos was the
man who introduced her to classical studies.
As she could not stand the rigorous rules of
aristocracy, Elisabeth embarked on a life of
travels to escape dull court protocol. In 1889,
her son, Crown Prince Archduke Rudolf,

and his lover were found dead in Austria in
unexplained circumstances, although it is
believed that they had fallen victims of their
love. Sisi’s immense sadness and fragile health
prompted her doctor to recommend that she
moved to a milder climate. Corfu was the
obvious choice.

Elisabeth purchased the house of Greek
philosopher Petros Vrailas Armenis on top of

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the hill in Gastouri. The palace was built in 1890-1891 by Italian
architects Raffaele Caritto and Antonio Landi. The Empress,
who became known as the “Reluctant Empress”, supervised the
decoration of the mansion herself and retired there. The palace
was named after Achilles, as an expression of her fondness

for the demigod. His mother, Thetis, held the false belief that
Achilles was invulnerable; fate had it that Elisabeth’s own son
should also die to an arrow, but this time in the heart, shot by
his forbidden love.

The palace features various portrayals of the Iliad’s hero. The
marble statue of “Dying Achilles” in the gardens portrays the
demigod with an expression of pain as he tries to pull the arrow
out of his heel. The statue was created by German sculptor
Ernst Gustav Herter and is the centerpiece of the palace. Both
the interior and exterior areas of Achilleion abound with works
of art with clear ancient Greek influences in theme and style.
The most prominent among the statues in the peristyle and
outside the mansion are the Nine Muses followed by Eros,
Satyr with infant Dionysus, the two bronze statues portraying
wrestlers-runners, and “Resting Hermes”.

Inside, a beautiful fresco depicting the Four Seasons decorates
the ceiling of the entrance hall. At the end of the imposing
stairway, the hall is dominated by “The Triumph of Achilles”,
a large oil painting by Austrian artist Franz Matsch. In it, the
hero is seen on his chariot, dragging Hector’s lifeless body out
of the walls of Troy. Sisi’s Catholic chapel is also impressive.
The rooms showcase memorabilia of the Empress and Kaiser
Wilhelm II, photographic documents, medals, rare books and
various items.

After Elizabeth’s assassination in Geneva in 1898 by the Italian
anarchist Luigi Lucheni, the mansion was abandoned until it
was purchased by Kaiser Wilhelm II, who commissioned the
grand bronze statue of “Achilles Victorious”. For the German
Emperor, the demigod represented his personal military genius
and future victories as leader of the Prussian forces, his own
“Myrmidons”. During World Wars I and II, Achilleion was
used as a hospital and military headquarters. After the war it
housed schools, and in 1962 it was leased out to a German
company that turned it into a casino. In 1982 its management
returned to the Greek State. In 1994 the palace hosted the >

= As part of its mandate for taking over

the management and operations at
the 14 airports, Fraport Greece has
prepared a comprehensive plan for
the modernisation and development
of the airports. The company’s plan
includes immediate projects and
development works for upgrading the
airports’ facilities, which will contribute
significantly to improving the overall
customer travel experience, while
responding to the expected increase
in passenger traffic. Fraport Greece
will invest a minimum of 400 million
euros for development works by
2021. During the 40-year concession
period the company will implement
additional maintenance and
upgrading works, as well as capacity
expansions (dependent on traffic
growth), resulting in possible total
investments of some 1 billion euros.
Fraport Greece’s major development
works to be implemented during

the first four years of the concession
period include building five new
passenger terminals — at the airports
in Thessaloniki, Kerkyra (Corfu),
Kefalonia, Kos, and Mytilene (Lesvos)
—and expansions at other airports.
This will result in an increase of
100,000 m? in terminal size at the 14

Refurbishment projects at the 14
airports will be implemented for: all

15 runways, the existing terminals
(200,000 m” in total), sanitary facilities
(10,000 m? in total), 14 fire stations,
airport apron areas, and 100 diesel
generators. Baggage screening systems
featuring the latest technology (inline
system) will be installed in all airports.
An important element of Fraport
Greece’s new era for the 14 gateways is
to renew and modernise the external
and internal image of the airports.
